All materials must be typed (12-point font) and 1.5-spaced or double-spaced. Number the manuscript pages consecutively throughout the paper. Authors should also supply a shortened version of the title suitable for the running head, not exceeding 35 character spaces. Each article should be summarized in an abstract of no more that 100-150 words. Authors must give approximately five key words that identify the most important subjects covered by the paper.
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INTRODUCTION
Authors of accepted contributions will be invited to submit a manuscript which will be published as a special issue of the journal "Fullerene, Nanotubes, and Carbon Nanostructures" by mid 2012. Submission implies that the manuscript is not under consideration for publication elsewhere and that, with the exception of review papers, the manuscript represents original work which has been submitted at ACN’2011 and had never been published. Program Committee will review all papers, but those of invited speakers.
According to the agreement with the editors of the journal the Proceedings would be published by mid 2012. This assumes the extremely short time for the preparation of the materials for publication. We strongly encourage you to submit the final, revised version of your article. This guide sets out the procedures which will allow us to process your article efficiently.

Submission will include two stages: The preliminary submission for reviewing and the submission for publication. The electronic copy of the manuscript prepared for reviewing accordingly to the Template must be submitted by E-mail before June 15, 2011. All other accompanying materials for publishing should be submitted at the days of the Conference. The abovementioned materials should be prepared accordingly to the requirements of the editorials of the Journal "Fullerene, Nanotubes, and Carbon Nanostructures". Manuscript Prepareation Guideline (for reviewing)

Please submit your manuscripts, prepared for reviewing, as electronic files to the Program Committee. The manuscript body (all-inclusive of text + equations+ tables+figures) should be prepared according to the Template as electronic Word 2003 for Windows files (*.doc in Word format). Please note, that Tables, Figure Captions and Figures should be embedded in the text. The Manuscript information table placed at the bottom of the manuscript has to be filled in completely and carefully. 
Please name the file containing manuscript in the following manner: name of the first author, abstract referee number and "proceedings" as subject. E.g.: ivanov_A000_proceedings_.doc.

Please note, that the Proceedings Volume WORD LIMIT (all-inclusive of text + equations + tables + figures) is 2200 words for POSTER articles, 4000 words for ORAL articles, and 5800 words for INVITED articles. Estimated WORD COUNT for figures and tables is 200 words and for equations is 40 words.
We recommend using the styles provided in this Template. All materials must be typed in single-column and 1.5-spaced. Number the manuscript pages consecutively throughout the paper. Authors should also supply a shortened version of the title suitable for the running head, not exceeding 35 character spaces. Please, write the title in: Times New Roman (normal 14, bold) font. Please center title, authors and address. You must provide the following information in the footer: the complete address (email address must be included) of the person to whom proofs and correspondence should be sent.
Each article should be summarized in an abstract of not more than 100-150 words. The abstracts should be written in single spaced format. Please, use Times New Roman (normal 12) font. Authors must give approximately five key words that identify the most important subjects covered by the paper. 
The manuscript body text should be written in single-column and 1,5 spaced A4 paper format (210x297 mm), leaving a space of 20 mm at top and right, 30 mm at left, and 25 mm at bottom edges. Please, use Times New Roman (normal 12) or a font similar to the one presented in this sample. 
Equations should be embedded in the text and numerated. For example, equation (1) can be re-written as
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Tables should be clearly typed with 1,5 spacing. Number tables with consecutive Arabic numerals and give a clear descriptive heading. Avoid the use of vertical rules in tables. Table footnotes should be typed below the table, designated by superior lower-case letters.

Digital files are recommended for highest quality reproduction and should follow these guidelines: not exceed 300 dpi and sized to fit on A4 format page. The former requirement is concerned to the limitation of the file size for E-mail delivery to reviewers. Please note, that the figures included into accompanying materials must be 300 dpi or higher and EPS, TIFF, or PSD format only.

References should be included in (1), (2) style. Include only references to books (2), articles (1, 3-4), bulletins and other materials (5) actually cited in the text. References in the text should cite the author's last name, year of publication, and page (where appropriate). The example for the arrangement of the references is given at the end of this guideline.
